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News from All Saints Parish Church 
 
In 2020, on the first Monday in December, known as 
Cyber Monday, the sum of £5,988,444,539 was spent on 
internet shopping in the UK.  It was the most lucrative 
day ever in British on-line shopping history.  In a single 
minute of that day, we Britons spent £4,158,642 on the 

internet. 
A great deal of that huge sum will have been spent on Christmas presents 

and celebrations.  And I wonder how much of that money was spent on gifts 
that the person receiving actually wanted, let alone needed, and how much 
ended up discarded.  ItΩs so difficult to know what to buy isnΩt it?  Even when 
youΩve got a list.  And many of us donΩt actually know what we want anyway, 
hoping instead that those buying for us will have a brilliant idea and pick us 
the most amazingly perfect gift and just what we wanted ς even though we 
hadnΩt thought of it. 

But, in spite of the expense and the consumerism of this 
season of the year, it is good to give presents at Christmas.  
The giving of gifts in its purest form is an expression of 
love.  That old truism that ΨitΩs the thought that countsΩ is 
spot on.  ItΩs important to put thought into what to give 
someone, but at the end of the day, itΩs the fact that you care enough about 
them to give them anything at all that is worth the most.  

Christmas is of course when we celebrate the greatest gift any of us have 
ever received.  A baby was born in Bethlehem.  GodΩs gift of Jesus to us is 
the most perfect example of the gift that we may not have known we 
wanted but was actually just what we needed ς even though we hadnΩt 
thought of it. 

And, as with all the best gifts, GodΩs sole motive for giving is one of love.  
But in this case, it isnΩt just the thought that counts.  The gift itself could not 
be more perfect for all of us ς or more costly to the one who gave it.   

Christmas has become hugely popular.  An enormous amount of tradition 
has become attached to it, and it is not all purely commercial.  ThereΩs a 
seasonal increase in friendliness and generosity, a giving to charity and a 
remembering of people less fortunate than ourselves; there is a coming to 
church and an awareness, or a remembrance, of God. 
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Thousands of visitors pass through church doors everywhere in the 
Christmas season, coming to one of the special services.  But where are the 
crowds on ordinary Sundays in the year?  I wish, as IΩm sure we all do every 
year, that we could say something or do something or offer our visitors 
something that would bring them back before next Christmas because 
unless they come back, unless they can find the sequel to the Nativity 
stories, unless they see the rest of the picture, they wonΩt be able to put the 
Christmas stories into perspective ς because itΩs the rest of the story of 
Jesus Christ which makes sense of the Nativity stories.  It is his death and 
resurrection that gives meaning to everything.  ThatΩs the real starting 
point.  

The rest of the story of Jesus is about the love God has for us.  This is the 
wonderful meaning and mystery of Christmas.  No one need stay only in the 
stable.  There is so much more to enjoy.  It would be easy to say that itΩs the 
end of the story which gives meaning and importance to the beginning but, 
of course there isnΩt any end.  Jesus didnΩt come for the day 2,000 years ago.  
He didnΩt even just come for his own brief lifetime.  Jesus came forever and 
is with us always.  That is part of the wonderful meaning of Christmas.  

Christmas is only the beginning.  What happened at the moment when 
Jesus was born and God became one of us, is happening still.  LetΩs rejoice 
this Christmastide that, in Jesus, the love of God came to earth, to us, 
forever, and in the man who grew from that baby is to be found all the love 
God has for us.

Society on Thursday 4th November giving us a relaxed and 
very amusing presentation. 

Brian had never intended a career in the theatre, but 
following National Service was inspired by a performance of Peter 
hΩ¢ƻƻƭŜΩǎΦ  Iƛǎ ŦƛǊǎǘ Ƨƻō ƛƴ [ƻƴŘƻƴ ǿŀǎ ǿƛǘƘ the Crazy Gang, 62 years ago.  In 
his early years at the Palladium, he worked with many famous variety stars 
including Harry Secombe and Tommy Trinder. 

His career was not confined to London.  Brian considered that his time 
working with multiple stages and ŘŜƳŀƴŘƛƴƎ ΨŎǊŜŀǘƛǾŜǎΩ ŀǘ .ǳǘƭƛƴǎ ǇǊƻǾƛŘŜŘ 
an excellent training ground for his future life.  Despite the warnings, he did 
work with both children and animals in Panto ς including a rabbit with stage 
ŦǊƛƎƘǘΗ  !ƴŘ ȅŜǎΣ ƘŜ ƘŀŘ ǎƻƳŜ ΨƛƴǘŜǊŜǎǘƛƴƎΩ ŜȄǇŜǊƛŜƴŎŜǎ of dodgy digs and 
monstrous landladies. 

Brian provided us with fascinating insights into the hard-working lives of

Is snow beneficial to plants? 
A layer of snow is beneficial to many plants in the garden and 

landscape.  A layer of snow protects plants from extreme cold and the drying 
effects from sun and wind.  It also prevents repeated freezing and thawing 
of the soil which can heave perennials out of the ground, causing serious 
damage or death.  Additionally, it moderates soil temperatures.  Without 
snow, the soil may get extremely cold, damaging roots of trees, shrubs, and 
perennials.  

On the negative side, the weight of heavy, wet snow can break the 
branches on trees and shrubs and destroy the shape of multi-stemmed 
junipers.  A deep layer of snow also deprives rabbits and deer of food on the 
ground, forcing them to browse on trees and shrubs that stick above the 
snow.  Heavily browsed trees and shrubs can be destroyed. 

Why are my potatoes beginning to sprout? 
Potatoes should be stored at a temperature of 5 degrees C and 

relative humidity of 90 to 95 percent.  Tubers often begin to sprout if storage 
temperatures are abƻǾŜ мл ŘŜƎǊŜŜǎ /Φ  !ƭǎƻΣ ŘƻƴΩǘ ǎǘƻǊŜ ǇƻǘŀǘƻŜǎ ǿƛǘƘ 
apples or other fruits.  Fruits produce ethylene gas, and this promotes 
sprouting of potatoes. 

I purchased a primrose from a florist.  How should I care for it? 
Primroses (Primula species) are typically sold at florist shops and 

garden centres in late winter or early spring.  Plants produce attractive, 1- 
to 1½-inch-diameter flowers above a rosette of leaves.  Flowers may be 
white, yellow, orange, pink, red, purple, or blue.  Many flowers have 
cƻƴǘǊŀǎǘƛƴƎ ŎŜƴǘǊŜǎ ƻǊ άŜȅŜǎΦέ 

With a proper environment, primroses often bloom for several weeks.  In 
the home, place plants in a cool (12 to 15°C), brightly lit location.  Keep the 
potting soil evenly moist.  Primroses decline rapidly if the potting soil dries 
out completely or remains constantly wet.  Discard plants when they are 
done blooming.

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Headley  Parish  Council 
 

The Parish Council is continuing to improve the open spaces around the 
parish and this recently including the planting of a new wildflower meadow 
on the Village Green.  The meadow was planted in late September, and it is 
hoped that it will be beautiful and full of wildlife next summer. 

We are in the process of ordering fruit trees to be planted in a community 
orchard next to this meadow.  The wildlife that will inhabit each section will 
benefit each other and will help increase the biodiversity of the whole area. 

Bye-laws will help dog control 
East Hampshire District Council has updated its existing dog byelaws with a 
Public Space Protection Order (PSPO), following on from public consult-
ation.  It requires dog owners in the district to clean up after their dogs and 
dispose of the waste responsibly.  It also enables officers to issue fixed 
penalty notices of £100 if a dog owner is not adhering to these rules.  The 
PSPO also includes the exclusion of ŘƻƎǎ ŦǊƻƳ ŜƴŎƭƻǎŜŘ ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ Ǉƭŀȅ 
areas.  Finally, the PSPO makes it an offence not to put a dog on a lead in an 
EHDC-owned cemetery or when instructed to do so by an officer authorised 
by the council.  The order, which came into force in November 2021 can be 
found here: www.easthants.gov.uk/dogs-east-hampshire.

Women were excluded from institutional structures and not only 
excluded from art, but also from medicine and law.  Attitudes towards 
women were often sexist, portraying women either as a wife, mother or 
homemaker or as an object to be looked at and admired.  The Feminist 
movement wanted to challenge and change these attitudes. 

During this time many women artists used their bodies in their art to 
shock the world into taking notice of it, and Colin showed slides of some of 
these works which were indeed quite shocking. 

The next generation of women avoided direct use of their bodies in their 
art and in the 1970s many women were inspired by Germaine Greer and 
others. 

In the 80s women artists turned away from using their bodies in art, but 
in the 90s and 2000 there was a return to their bodies.   

Women still feel that in art they continue to be undervalued.
